Scrimshat, Bowlines
& Scuttlebutt

SAIL BOARDS WINDSURFERS Etc
It was 1958,in the U.K when Peter Chilvers, aged

twelve, launched his home made plywood

“steerable sail board” in Chichester Harbour from
a beach on Hayling Island. The wishbone was two
broomsticks lashed together, the mast was from a
shop front roller blind and the sail was cut from a
tent groundsheet. She had a dagger board and a
rudder and tiller. Peter sailed her standing up, and
steered with his foot through a loop lashed to the
tiller. He soon found as he sailed about that he
could steer the boat by simply tilting the rig, and
the rudder was abandoned. He used the craft,
which his mother named a “sailboard” for four
years before the plywood delaminated, as it was
not waterproof. He never patented or publicized
his invention, nor was it commercialized in any
form.

Prior to this an American, Newman Darby
had experimented in 1948 with a small catamaran
with a hand held sail but gave up, due it is said to
rig inefficiency. In 1964 he tried again in a ply-
wood board 10ft x 3ft which he also called a
“sailboard”. By 1966 he had sold only 80 and
ceased building them as being unviable finan-
cially.

In California Hoyle Schweitzer, a surfer and an
Aeronautical Engineer, dinghy sailor Jim Drake
were discussing how it may be possible to surf
when there were no waves! Their conversation led
to a 70lb prototype being developed in 1967, and
they patented their “Windsurfer” in the USA in
1968 and in the U.K. in 1969. Patents were taken
out in other countries in Europe and by 1978 over
150,000 sailboards had been sold in Europe and
some litigation occurred re some who were alleged
were producing them with out a licence from
Windsurfers International.

Chilvers became concerned that this litigation
was impeding the development of the sport, but
proceed on his own, and a Chilvers designed board
SCIMITAR in 1981 achieved a world speed record
for a production boat at 27.1 knots

Windsurfer International issued a writ against
Tabar Marine of the U.K., owned by Baron Bic,
for importing boards from France. At the hearing,
Chilvers revealed for the first time that he was the
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inventor of the sail board and the High Court over
turned Schweitzer’s patents on the grounds of
“prior art” This judgement led to the explosion of
sailboarding types we see today.
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Results
Heat 1

It was great to see some dinghies afloat
last week in our first heat of the new season. A
small fleet of trailables in good weather conditions
accompanied the dinghy sailors on a course set
expertly by Mike and Tim Robbins. We really do
need all our trailable fleet on the water on race
days for many reasons concerned with the Club
image and reputation. But most of all, we all
should remember our three volunteer duty stal-
warts for this season; Mike, Tim, and Doc, be-
cause the best way to thank them for their efforts
is to give them an increasing fleet to watch over.
The effort involved in launching and recovering
the committee boat, and setting and recovering
marks, and manning the tower is substantial and
it should not be a thankless task. So when you see
them give them a pat on the back and say well
done and thanks.

Following on the fine day for our work-
ing bee the previous week the weather forecast
was for another fine day for Heat 1, and so it
turned out to be with the Weather Bureau pre-
dicting exactly the weather we sailed in. Wonders
will never cease!

Three off the beach dinghies were on the
start line, a blow in with an NS14 sail and two de-
fections from the Trailables -- Alex from Bush-
ranger in the Club Sabre, and Ian, who handed
over the helm of Eskimo to Kathryn in order to
sail his Laser (once the pride of the Turkish fleet).
Commodore Helen in Beez Neez sailing without
Michael who had a work commitment, Captain
Moonlite, as usual nearly getting there too late to
start, Rocky and crew in Magic Bus out well be-
fore the start, and Bushranger with her new fore-
triangle livery were all that the Trailables could
muster. Apart from Rocky the other Careel 18s
were infamously absent, as were the Ultimate 18s
having an ultimate experience elsewhere, it is as-
sumed. Graham and Lee miss the class competi-
tion from Frodo and Asgard and of course we
have yet to see Lyndon race his recently acquired
front runner, a Noelex 25 which is set to lead the
fleet around the buoys.

All crews seemed to remember Daylight
Saving had started some hours earlier, and Mike
got the fleet away on time on a line which devel-
oped a bias to the boat end at start time in a

swinging nice SE x S breeze. The NS 14 was first
away just to windward of Bushranger with Magic
Bus to leeward ahead of Turkey Gobbler while
Painless Extraction capsized on the line. The rest
of the fleet were late to cross. Approaching the
windward mark the puffs and knocks and lifts
kept the skippers concentrating and tacking off
the knocks or paying the penalty. Beez Neez was
rewarded by Commodore Helen’s concentration
and she had Bushranger in her sights as the wind-
ward mark was reached. The blue boat rounded
first and remained in front for the rest of the race,
despite having many teething troubles with the
new rig. Beez Neez sailed for a while well up to her
CBH and will be a real threat when she sports her
new headsail. Turkey Gobbler went off the menu
after capsizing, and Alex sailed Painless Extrac-
tion home after a second capsize. Beez Neez
slowed up after pulling in a reef. The skipper and
crew of Magic Bus got giddy doing penalty turns
as that vessel persisted in hitting the marks.
Things were much rested on board Eskimo as with
Ian absent, the pier head jumper Lloyd prevented
her being an “all girl vessel” Things were so re-
laxed it has been reported that Erin Dougherty
declared herself off watch

brand new headsail was unable to be lowered due
to a halyard jamming in a sheave at the hounds
and that was the start of our season. The finishing
order was Bushranger, Eskimo, Captain Moonlite,
Beez Neez, & Magic Bus. After the sums were
done, CBH places went to Bushranger, Eskimo,
Captain Moonlite and Performance Handicap
places were Eskimo, Beez Neez, and Bushranger.

The troubles aboard the blue boat continued after
the race, and she was beached finally north of
Bonbeach and the mast lowered to extract the
halyard from the side of the recently installed
double sheave box to allow the new No. 1 headsail
to be lowered.

With 8 boats facing the starter in a light W
x S breeze Indulgence in the middle of the line
won the start by a whisker from Captain Moonlite
at the pin end with Eskimo to windward of Indul-
gence and hampered by an unravelling lower
shroud, was the first to feel that medical condition
called “Hurry Back tension”, which is a pain not
necessarily felt in the back despite it’s name. A
report also says the helm on Eskimo went down to
avoid a tacking Beez Neez, who had Hurry Back
in danger of collision as Lyndon crossed the line
from the wrong side, apparently believing that the
windward mark was in the car park at the Aldi
Supermarket.

Double width ramps needed
Most people believe that
councils install double width boat

ramps to allow two boats to launch
or retrieve simultaneously. This
driver has come up with another
reason.

Michael Ruhsam was unavail-
able to sail one Sunday in October
but launched the boat before head-
ing off to play with his band. That
left Helen to retrieve the boat at
the end of the day.
