An inextricable wine glass 

in the big masthead spinnaker on the Careel let 

Captain Moonlight thru chasing the leader on the 

shy reach and these two sailed in close company to 

the gybe mark with Eskimo inside boat claiming 

mark room. Beez Neez rounded and without a spin-

naker had a two sail reach well clear of Bitter 

Sweet who set her ñGo Saints ñ baby spinnaker. 

 At the end of the first triangle times for the 

fleet were as in the table opposite 

 Rounding the leeward mark Bushranger VI 

was surprised to note the breeze had swung so 

much that it was a long and a short tack to the mark 

on the wind and ñproud runò home was shy.

 With a line set late and in a swinging SW 

breeze of 5-12kn with a heavy bias to the boat end

serious business of the day. The breeze had contin-

ued to swing apparently unobserved by the busy pair 

on the committee boat, which meant :- 

that there was only one end to start and it was 

likely to be pretty crowded at the boat end and 

deserted at the pin end.  

clean air would be hard to get up there at the 

windward end 

all the fleet  would start on starboard 

 Thanks to Kevin Norton who took a series of 

shots immediately after the start we can show you 

how the first few minutes evolved. 

 At the starting signal all aimed to cross on star-

board as the bias was so great. Rear Commodore 

Eric in Bitter Sweet, who is struggling with a per-

ception that you always start at the pin end on port, 

was forced by the bias to start on starboard for once, 

but continued to favour the pin end, and crossed 

first, and  in clean air too, but giving the rest a huge 

windward advantage. To Be Shore  was up the line 

from Eric with Beez Neez next to cross, to windward 

of them and Love N War astern, with Josh in the cat 

on the line  At the boat end Magic Bus crossed just 

astern of Timptation but was sailing a little low  with 

Eskimo to leeward a few seconds late, but moving 

well, and heeling nicely to leeward with her svelte 

and lean skipper helming from the lee side. Astern of 

her Captain Moonlite was also properly heeled to 

leeward in these light conditions. You could almost 

see Commodore  Steve thinking ñhow can I get In-

dulgence moving and out of all this dirty windò, and 

sure enough that vessel was the first to tack on to 

port to do so. 

 These three shots show the events described 

above. The last shot shows the fleet about one and a 

half minutes after the start  and it is of interest to 

note the way some of the fleet are pointing too low 

and most are not heeling the boat to leeward which 

is necessary in these light conditions to reduce wet-

ted surface. It was noted from both Tower and Com-

mittee Boat how boat speed increased if a boat was 

heeled to leeward. It also shows the great disadvan-

tage of starting at the wrong end of the line when the 

line is excessively biased. 

 Wayne in Take 2, sailed as is the wont of multi 

hull skippers, way out to the layline  and as soon as 

clean wind was secured Indulgence tacked back on 

to starboard. Josh was first to the windward mark 

followed by Eskimo whose spinnaker was going 

aloft very smartly a little before the bow was at the 

mark; but the good work in hauling the blue extra up

The 

following shots show the spinnaker set 

well except for the excrescence at the 

head and the problems inherent in the 

use of stuffers.   

 One of the most difficult deci-

sions in sailing is when to drop the 

spinnaker before the leeward mark ï 

leave it too late and you lose time 

dousing the extra and getting set up on 

the wind; do it too early and you loose 

the extra speed the spinnaker gives 

you. At the end of the windward and 

return  Beez Neez went for a late drop 

and paid the penalty; but still lead 

Timptation round the mark. However 

Bitter Sweet had just nipped her to fin-

ish her race while Beez Neez set out to 

chase the leaders on the last triangle. 

Meanwhile Casper & Indulgence led 

the others to their finish. On the final 

triangle with the breeze freshening just 

a little Eskimo held off the challenge 

of Captain Moonlite and Timptation 

managed to beat Beez Neez home. 

 Final placings confirmed that the 

hot boat is Bitter Sweet, if she can 

convince her skipper to start at the 

right end!!. If this had happened she 

would never again win a performance 

handicap event!!!
