While we are
unlikely to see a return to
the days of Cutty Sark and
its ilk, a Sydney company
has designed 30m high alu-
minum solar sails that can
be retro fitted to oil tankers
and cargo ships etc which
will reduce fuel consump-
tion costs between 200%.
The sails which are lined
with solar cells also pro-
duce some of the ships
power.

Another company has
already been producing sky
sails (large parachutes
which pull the ship along)
which are now in use on
130m plus vessels.
