 After a morning taking the Learn to Sail peo-

ple out for a sail we went out with an unfulfilled 

forecast of 15 ï 20 Knot SW lurking in the back of 

our minds to a near drifter. The 18s were aware of 

the forecast and were wearing No 2s while the 

Bushrangers had No 1 headsails in the fore trian-

gle. In the event, that proved desirable as the 

breeze dropped to the strength of the passing wind 

of a seagullôs flatulence and the fleet motored 

home from shortened course finishes at the second 

windward mark for the 18s and at the final gybe 

mark for their larger sisters. There are however 

some things to note:- 

1. Merindah despite a late start did very well and 

would have blown her handicap out the window 

were it not for the lack of breeze and an urgent 

appointment meant they had to withdraw in or-

der to make the appointment. Well done Glenn 

and Debbie. 

2. While setting a spinnaker quickly and correctly 

is the badge of a good crew, only superb crew 

work such as demonstrated on Capt Moonlite 

can set one quickly sideways, using the foot as 

the luff and the head as the clew, and then not 

realizing it for some time such was the perfec-

tion of the set. 

3. Those aboard Bushranger have been lectured by 

Rear Commodore Greg on the alternative penal-

ties for some time now, and when the clew of 

the No 1 caught on a mast fitting as we tacked 

to start, this held her us in the light breeze al-

most stationary and on port, and Indulgence had 

to alter course prior to the starting signal line to 

avoid us. Therefore due to the aforesaid instruc-

tion we realized we had to do the 720 after the 

starting signal and while that slow operation 

took Capt Moonlite sailed away never to be 

overtaken.
