only occasionally a good cross sec-
tion of the fleet cannot be obtained.
A good cross section directly reflects
on where sailors are at in comparison
with others. Thisiswhat perform-
ance handicapping is all about. It
gives the novice or member that may
not be in the best of their classa
chance to gauge themselves against
others and see if they are improving
in relation to the others. The skipper
whose performances improve the
most during the season is the ultimate
winner on handicap. In other words
the winner of the performance handi-
cap award should be the boat which
consistently improves during the sea-
son

Ross said “ Performances are based
on the performance of a*“standard
boat. With so few boats racing a suit-
able standard boat performance to
compare others with is difficult.
Some systems use the 3rd boat in a
race as the standard boat that as-
sumes that the 3rd boat was sailed
well. Others use the average of the
top few boats as a hypothetical com-
petitor while the trailerables at this
club have been using the average of
all competitors as the standard boat”

He went on to say “ The fact that the
boats winning on Y ardstick (or CBH
in the case of the Trailerables), are
coming out in front on Performance
Handicap is showing the system is
not working. ”
