By this time, Men at 
Work had moved up to second on scratch, 
where it remained for the rest of the race 
which had boats rounding a mark off Point 
Turner and sailing back to the Gippsland 
Lakes Yacht Club. 
           
Suprisingly, the skipper has an alcohol free 
racing policy. Of course, it had to break 
sooner or later, and broken it was the last 
spinakker leg.  
           
On handicap, Men at Work came third, but 
would have came second if the boat had 
arrived on time. The winner was a 
trimaran. 
           
Some interesting factors on the race 
management: 
¨ The policy of tying a ribbon on the 

starboard shrouds of the competing 
yachts to identify those racing. The race 
finished in a northerly direction 
resulting in sails obscuring the ribbons 
from the Yacht Club situated on the 
eastern shore, and 

¨ The similarity of the buoys used. Thin, 
yellow cylindrical marks about one and 
a half metres tall were difficult to see. 
Each mark had a very similar rescue 
boat as escort. After the last boat round 
the mark, the buoy and associated rescue 
craft mysteriously disappeared. Until the 
next non-permanent mark, where the 
similarity of the boat and buoy 
continued. A possible case of being in 
three places at once? 

Racing Elsewhere 

30 Mile Passage

It is a well known reputation of a certain 
Carrum Sailing Club skipper to often be 
running late for events and leaving them 
to the last minute.

Doing a left turn and then rounding the 
Lake King Compass Swinging point and 
again setting spinakker, the Carrum 
Representative cut a swathe through the 
majority of the fleet. 
          
The water temperature of Lake King was 
discovered to be surprisingly warm for 
this time of year. (See effort of the 
month)  
          
A mark at the Tambo River mMouth was 
soon rounded and only four ahead. The 
crew then witnessed a sideshow of ‘How 
to Not Use Your Spinaker’ , organised by
